Effective January 1, 2010

“There has been a change in the federal Children's
Health Insurance Program (NC Health Choice)
requirements effective January 1, 2010. For
children who are US citizens, documentation will be
required. This does not affect eligible immigrant
children. The county DSS may ask for documents to
verify citizenship (and identity) for children who are
US citizens at your next review. You do not have to
do anything at this time. "

Newly-eligible immigrants

Affects onlr pregnant women and minor children under age
19 who are lawfully-residing. [ The rule banning
undocumented immigrants from receiving hon-emergency
Medicaid is not changing.]

The rule changes have been elected and put into effect by
the state of North Carolina. This may not apply to other
states.

Applicant to Medicaid will have to meet all the regular
income and residency requirements.

Application process through local DSS.
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Changes to HC /NCHC

@ Pregnant women and minor children under
age 19 who were previously affected by
the "5-year disqualification" from
Medicaid will now be eligible for full scope
Medicaid immediately with no 5-year bar.
